He has been teaching in different school of architecture and since 2008 he teaches at Ecole Speciale d’Architecture in Paris. He also held regular workshop at the Ecole Nationale des Ponts et Chaussées  in Paris (2001-2005) et at the Haute Ecole d’Art Appliqué in Geneve.
Alongside the profession he is a critic specialized in engineering and technology. He has written several articles and texts for worldwide publications, catalogues and architectural magazines, such as l’Arca, Domus. Detail etc.
He has a Master in Aerospace Engineering (Cranfield University) specializing in composite materials and Finite Element Analysis. His master thesis consisted in consultancy work for F1 team (Tyrrel) for the design of a gearbox carbon fiber case. He also has a Degree in Architecture (Florence University); the thesis developed in the Strength of Material Department consisted in the essay: “Peter Rice, an engineer between architecture and engineering”.
In RFR he has cooperated with worldwide known architects such as Atelier Jean Nouvel, Shigheru Ban and Renzo Piano Building.

He worked on challenging structures such as the innovative grid shell of the Neumünster Abbey in Luxembourg, the ETFE roof for the Amazon Court office building in Prague and Frank Stella sculptures.
He worked on many notable projects including the Louis Vuitton flagship store, the Fiat and Renault show room on the Avenue des Champs-Elysées, the Yves Saint Laurent store in Paris, the Welcoming Pavilion for Irish parliament in Dublin and the recent renovation of the Jean Prouvé’s Ferembal Pavilion exposed in the Tuileries garden in Paris 

Before joining the RFR team in 1998, he worked for Renzo Piano Building Workshop and has worked in the field of naval design.
